If the paper is in Spanish, it may optionally be followed by a version of the abstract in Spanish. In the rest of this paper we will summarize the formatting guidelines for CMC papers. 1 Introduction
The oral presentation papers, virtual presentation papers, posters with paper, and virtual posters with paper are included in the proceedings for the conference, both in paper and digital form. To have a high-quality format for the proceedings, authors are asked to follow the guidelines for formatting CMC papers. 

There are two easy ways to make sure your paper follows the guidelines. The first is to use this document a replace the content with your own. This document uses the predefined styles described in the guidelines. The second is to download the ‘.dot’ template file from the CMC Guidelines page and use the predefined styles for each part of the paper.

2 Paper Formatting

2.1 Size of Pages

Please note that the paper size is Standard Letter size (approx 8.5 x 11 in). For Europeans, this is wider and shorter than A4 size.  In Word, go to the Page Setup menu, and under Paper Size select US Letter or Standard Letter.

Margins should be 2.54 cm. (1 inch) on each of the four sides of the page. Please make sure figures are within these margins. The paper should NOT include page numbers, as these will be added by the publisher. 
The Font throughout the document should be Times New Roman. Except where indicated otherwise (e.g. the Title) the font size should be 10.
2.2 Paper Headings
2.2.1 Title

The paper’s title (Title in the styles list) should be centered, no indentation, Tines New Roman, 10 pt, bold, all caps, spacing before: 20 pt, after: 12 pt. If the paper is in Spanish, the title should be followed by a translation in English, in parenthesis.

2.2.2 Authors and Affiliations

The initial submission for evaluation of the paper should not include authors or affiliations, in order to comply with the blind review guidelines (reviewers should not know who the authors are).
2.2.3 Abstract
All papers should include an abstract in English. The abstract must be in English. If the paper is in Spanish, the English abstract may optionally be followed by a version in Spanish. 

The abstract (Abstract in the style list) must be Justified, 8 pt, Times New Roman, Left Indent: 0.25 in, Right Indent: 0.25 in, Spacing before: 0 pt, after: 0 pt., Line Spacing: Single. 
2.2.4 Keywords

The abstract(s) must be followed by a list of keywords in English, which best represent the contents of the paper.
2.3 Text Composition

The first paragraph after a heading, like this one, should have no left indentation. It (spara in the styles list)) must be Times New Roman, 10 pt, Justified, Left Indent: 0, Right Indent: 0, Line Spacing: Single; Spacing before: 0pt, after: 0pt; Style for following paragraph: para.
Subsequent paragraphs will have a left indent of 0.25in in the first line, following the style (para in the style list) as Times New Roman, 10 pt, Justified, Left Indent First line: 0.25in, Right Indent: 0, Line Spacing: Single; Spacing before: 0 pt, after: 0 pt; Style for following paragraph: para.

2.4 References
References to papers should be by last name(s) followed by the year of publication, as in Cañas et al. (2004) or in a list (Novak, 1984; Cañas et al., 2004). The list of references should be at the end of the paper, in a separate section, as shown in this document, following APA style.
3 Heading Level 1
Level 1 headings (Heading 1 in the styles list) should have as formatting: Left alignment, Hanging indent: 0.25 in, 10 pt, bold, spacing before: 20 pt, after: 12 pt. (format: section number <tab> header).
3.1 Heading Level 2

Level 2 headings (Heading 2 in the styles list) should have as formatting: Left alignment, Hanging indent: 0.35 in, 10 pt, italic, Spacing before: 18 pt, after: 6 pt. (format: subsection number <tab> header).

3.1.1 Heading Level 3

Level 3 heading (Heading 3 in the styles list) should have as formatting: Left alignment, Hanging indent: 0.45 in, 10 pt, Spacing before: 12 pt, after: 6 pt. (format: subsection number <tab> header).

3.1.1.1 Heading Level 4

Level 4 heading (Heading 4 in the styles list) should have as formatting: Left alignment, Hanging indent: 0.5in, 10 pt, Spacing before: 12 pt, after: 3 pt. (format: subsection number <tab> header).
4 Figures
Figures and tables should have consecutive number by which they are reference, e.g. Figure 1 and Table 1, as shown in the following examples. The figure and table caption should be formatted as (Caption in the list of styles): Times New Roman, 8 pt, Centered, Spacing before: 6 pt, after: 6 pt. The “Figure #” and “Table #” text in the caption should be formatted in bold.  Both the figure and the caption should be centered.
All figures (e.g. concept maps) must be in the same language as the paper. If needed, a translated figure should be included besides the original figure. To the extent possible, figures should be included within the text, not as appendices at the end. Make sure all figures are included and referenced properly. Even if they are at the end, figures are included in the page count limit. Make sure that figures are legible, particularly concept maps. If they are in color, make sure they read well when printed in black and white.

The citations should be included in a last section and sorted alphabetically by author’s last name, as shown below, following the APA citation style. The format (Reference in styles list) should be: Times New Roman, 10 pt, Justified, Left Indent: 0 in, Right Indent: 0 in, Hanging Indent: 0.3 in; Line Spacing: Singe; Spacing before: 0, after: 4 pt.
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
